Two new items to consider

e Food and Water issues
*Energy Issues



Food and Water

* We know about the Wheat in Ukraine, and the shortages in
Egypt hastening a dramatic shortage of food in Europe and
the Middle East

e 2030 Initiative to reduce greenhouse gas emissions

» Ban nitrogen fertilizer from use to depend on less effective but
greener solutions

» Sri Lanka — Riots because of famine and lost of work
» Netherlands — Huge producer of grains and vegetables
» Canada — Wheat, Corn, and other grains

e Water shortages in the western US, drought conditions

e Millions of acres of US farmland being bought up by China
and Global Elites

* China buying land around US military bases



Energy Shortages

* We know about gasoline increases and general inflation due
to shipping costs skyrocketing

e Gasoline — no new refineries

* Coal — more restrictions and shutting down mines and power
plants

* Natural Gas and Oil...restrict supply and drilling...increased S
and scarcity, although 100 years' worth already discovered
and available quickly

e Strategic Reserves — selling to China and foreign countries



Why am | bringing these up?

e These are not accidental happenings but are carefully planned to
disrupt and reshape American life, as we know it.

e While we are focused on Gasoline prices, food costs, interest rates,
and inflation, these other things are happening in the background,
off the front page

e These things are happening to cause chaos and more dependency
on the government to solve them.

e Soon we will be calling for a larger and more intrusive government
to take care of it all for us

What did we learn?

* [t seems to be a law of life that just when our strength is at its peak,
we are most subject to being tempted by Satan. Be especially careful
when everything is going great!

* These temptations or testings were not just physical but also spiritual
and, in our minds. (no mountain peak to see the whole world)

* Our tempter is crafty, skillful, and uses his best timing to test Jesus
and he does the same to us.

 Jesus had power from God and knew it. He also had strength from
God to avoid these temptations... What does this mean for us?
e Satan may tempt us most easily through our Gifts. If we have gifts of the

spirit, we should be watchful for our desire for power, fame, notoriety, etc. to
let us fall into common temptations



Matt Ch 4:12-17 Jesus begins His Ministry in Galilee

12 When Jesus heard that John had been put in prison, he withdrew to
Galilee.

13 | eaving Nazareth, he went and lived in Capernaum, which was by the lake
in the area of Zebulun and Naphtali—

14 to fulfill what was said through the prophet Isaiah:

15 “l and of Zebulun and land of Naphtali,
the Way of the Sea, beyond the Jordan,
Galilee of the Gentiles—
16 the people living in darkness
have seen a great light;
on those living in the land of the shadow of death
a light has dawned.”

17 From that time on Jesus began to preach/Herald, “Repent, for the
kingdom of heaven has come near.”

Matt Ch 4:18-22. Jesus calls His Disciples

18 As Jesus was walking beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw two
brothers, Simon called Peter and his brother Andrew. They
were casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen.

19 “Come, follow me,” Jesus said, “and | will send you out to
fish for people.” ?° At once they left their nets and followed
him.

21 Going on from there, he saw two other brothers, James, son
of Zebedee and his brother John. They were in a boat with
their father Zebedee, preparing their nets. Jesus called them,

22 and immediately they left the boat and their father and
followed him.



Matt Ch 4:23-25. Jesus Heals the Sick

23 Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their
synagogues, proclaiming the good news of the kingdom, and
healing every disease and sickness among the people.

24 News about him spread all over Syria, and people brought to
him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering
severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and
the paralyzed; and he healed them.

23 Large crowds from Galilee, the Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea,
and the region across the Jordan followed him

Matt Ch 5:1-2 Introduction to the Sermon on the Mount

5 Now when Jesus saw the crowds, he went up on

a mountainside and sat down. His disciples came to
him,

2and he began to teach them.

He started with what we call the Beatitudes...

They show NOT what it takes to be Happy, but
what Happy People look like! (Kingdom people)



Matt Ch 5:3-6. Blessed are...

3 “Blessed are the poor in spirit,
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
4 Blessed are those who mourn,
for they will be comforted.
